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In 2025, the Center of Analysis of International
Relations (AIR Center) continued to produce
and provide comprehensive research

materials, cutting-edge analyses, and policy
recommendations on the core issues of
international affairs, with a particular focus on the
South Caucasus. The AIR Center's work focused
on preparing reports, books, and analytical
papers, building new partnerships, organizing
conferences, events, and webinars on the issues
important to Azerbaijan and the wider region.

The peace process between Azerbaijan and
Armenia was a central priority for the AIR Center
throughout the year. Major developments,
including the achievements reached in
Washington on August 8, the initialing of the
peace treaty text, and important milestones in
US-Azerbaijan relations, were closely analyzed and
reflected in the Center's work. The AIR Center team
contributed to policymaking through evidence-
based analysis and forward-looking research.

Overall, 2025 was a particularly successful year

for strengthening cooperation with partner think
tanks. The AIR Center organized several high-level
gatherings, including the 13th Session of the CICA
Think Tank Forum, the OTS Think Tank Forum, the
inaugural US-Azerbaijan Think Tank Forum, and
the Azerbaijan-Turkiye Think Tank Forum.
